One-hour Prayer Guide

Pray continually (I Thess 5:17)

After 15 May 2005 and before Pentecost Sunday 2006

During this year, let us mobilize every church in every district to be in unceasing prayer. In so doing, you are establishing a prayer network in your district. When you begin to network among the different districts, you will be able to motivate the citywide church to unite in prayers. The local church will as a result see a significant expansion of prayer covering for the community.

We encourage believers to never cease praying, drawing close to God and calling on His Name in their prayer closets. We ask God for grace and compassion and through prayers we will see changes in Hong Kong and in the world. In these 10 weeks of continuous prayers, we stand and worship before the Throne of Grace, interceding for the needs and urgent priorities of the Church and of the world. Begin by proclaiming Hab 2:14: “for the earth will be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the Lord, as the waters cover the sea.” For this very purpose we have created this prayer guide for 10 weeks of one-hour prayers. The contents of this guidebook can also be downloaded from relevant websites.

Vision

To see the glory of God revealed in Hong Kong and in all the earth. To obey Jesus’ teachings: “always pray and not give up.” (Luke 18:1) “Let Your Kingdom come.” (Matt 6:10) and “Pray continually” (I Thess 5:17). We endeavour to mobilize all believers in the city to bless Hong Kong and to bless the nations, so that God will use Hong Kong as a vessel to answer prayers.

Globalizing prayer, revealing God’s glory

· transformation in our congregations, communities, towns/cities, country/ continent, socially, economically, and politically

First Week: Thanking and Praising God

Proclaiming God’s glory

“Enter his gates with thanksgiving and his courts with praise; give thanks to him and praise his name.” (Psalm 100:4)

a) God is the Creator of all things, the source of all steadfastness and encouragement

“In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.” (Gen 1:1)

“May the God who gives endurance and encouragement give you a spirit of unity among yourselves as you follow Christ Jesus” (Rom 15:5)

i. Praise God for He is the Creator of all things and the source of encouragement

ii. Ask God to grant you greater understanding and experience that He is the Creator and the source of encouragement, so that you will praise Him more

b) God is the compassionate and merciful God

“And he passed in front of Moses, proclaiming, ‘The Lord, the Lord, the compassionate and gracious God, slow to anger, abounding in love and faithfulness,’” (Ex 34:6)

i. Praise God for the Bible tells us that God is a compassionate and gracious God

ii. Praise God for your own and/or your church’s experience of God’s compassion and grace

c) El-Shaddai (the All-mighty, All-sufficient One; Satisfier)

“God set them in the expanse of the sky to give light on the earth,” (Gen 1:17)

i. Praise God for the Bible tells us that God is Almighty

ii. Praise God for your own experience of God’s Almighty Power

d) Yahweh-Jireh (God shall provide; Provider)

“So Abraham called that place The Lord Will Provide. And to this day it is said, ‘on the mountain of the Lord it will be provided.’” (Gen 22:14)

i. Recount God’s grace and praise Him for the ways you have experienced his provisions in your life. 

ii. Thank and praise God for his manifold provisions for your church

e) Yahweh-Ropheka (the Lord who heals you)

“He said, if you listen carefully to the voice of the Lord your God and do what is right in his eyes, if you pay attention to his commands and keep all his decrees, I will not bring on you any of the diseases I brought on the Egyptians, for I am the Lord, who heals you.” (Ex 15:26)

i. Praise God “who heals you”. Make mention of all kinds of healing (physical, emotional, spiritual) that you have experienced and thank God for them.

ii. Praise God for all medical advancements He has blessed mankind with

iii. Thank and praise God for his promise to protect all who fear him in these Last Days

f) Yahweh-Shalom (the Lord gives rest; the Lord is peace)

“Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid.” (John 14:27)

i. Thank God for his promises and for granting us peace – even peace that transcends all understanding. Cite specific incidents as you praise Him.

ii. Praise God for removing our sorrow and our anxieties.

g) Jesus Christ the Way, the Truth, and the Life 

“Jesus answered, ‘I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.’” (John 14:6)

i. Praise the Lord for He is the way, the truth, and the life. Thank him for choosing you, leading you until now into his truth and enabling you to live out His gift of new life.

ii. Praise the Lord for He is the world’s only way, truth, and life of the world. He is our only hope.

h) The Lamb in the center of the Throne

“For the Lamb at the center of the throne will be their shepherd; he will lead them to springs of living water. And God will wipe away tear from every eyes.” (Rev 7:17)

i. Thank and praise the Lamb of God on the throne, who gives you new life and wipes away your every tear

ii. Thank and praise the Lamb on the throne, who gives believers/the church new lives, and wipes away their tears.

i) The Lamb that was slain

“In a loud voice they sang: ‘Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and wealth and wisdom and strength and honour and glory and praise!’” (Rev 5:12)

i. Let us join the multitudes of angels in their proclamation: “Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and wealth and wisdom and strength and honour and glory and praise!”

ii. Ask God to shine upon all believers so that they will be ever praising the Lamb that was slain. He is worthy!
j) The King of the whole world

“The Lord reigns, he is robed in majesty; the Lord is robed in majesty and is armed with strength. The world is firmly established; it cannot be moved.” (Ps 93:1)

i. Praise God as Lord of all the earth. He is robed with majesty and armed with strength. Through him the world is firmly established.

ii. Praise God for choosing us to know Him as the King of the whole earth. Let us declare that we desire His rule.

Second Week: Pray For Holy Living Among Believers

Seeking God’s glory through holiness

a) Unconfessed sins in our lives

“When I kept silent, my bones wasted away through my groaning all day long. For day and night your hand was heavy upon me; my strength was sapped as in the heat of summer. Selah Then I acknowledged my sin to you and did not cover up my iniquity. I said, "I will confess my transgressions to the LORD "—and you forgave the guilt of my sin. Selah.” (Ps 32:3-5)

i. Ask God to help you/your family/believers to identify any unconfessed sins
ii. Ask God to help you/your family/believers to confess your transgressions

iii. Ask God to shine on you and begin to confess your silence and resistance to confession of sins 

b) Sins of unforgiveness and bitterness

“Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, ‘Lord, how many times shall I forgive my brother when he sins against me? Up to seven times?’ Jesus answered, ‘I tell you, not seven times, but seventy-seven times.’” (Matt 18:21-22)

i. Ask God to grant you/your family/believers the grace to forgive those who hurt you/them.

ii. Please tell the Lord you are willing to forgive those who had hurt you and whom you failed to forgive

c) Doubtful practices and activities in your life

“But he knows the way that I take; when he has tested me, I will come forth as gold. My feet have closely followed his steps; I have kept to his way without turning aside.” (Job 23:10-11)

i. Ask God to help you/your family/believers to be willing to follow the Lord’s steps and keep to his way without turning aside

ii. Ask God to help you/your family/believers to be willing to go through tests and understand the divine purposes behind the tests

d) Obeying the Holy Spirit in all things
“Who have been chosen according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through the sanctifying work of the Spirit, for obedience to Jesus Christ and sprinkling by his blood: Grace and peace be yours in abundance.” (I Pet 1:2)

i. Ask God to help you/your family/believers to become holy through the sanctifying work of the Holy Spirit

ii. Thank the Lord for allowing you/your family/believers to become obedient to Christ through the work of the Holy Spirit

e) Glory in confessing Jesus 

“Then he said to them all: ‘If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and take up his cross daily and follow me. For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me will save it. What good is it for a man to gain the whole world, and yet lose or forfeit his very self? If anyone is ashamed of me and my words, the Son of Man will be ashamed of him when he comes in his glory and in the glory of the Father and of the holy angels. I tell you the truth, some who are standing here will not taste death before they see the kingdom of God.’” (Luke 9:23-27)

i. Ask God to help you/your family/believers to feel blessed and honored in confessing Jesus as Lord

ii. Ask God to lead you/your family/believers to follow the Lord by taking up the cross in daily lives

f) Pray for your own church

i. Pray for the pastors, church staff, and leaders

ii. Pray for ministries in the church

iii. Pray for the spiritual lives and revival among your church members

iv. Pray for any other needs of the church

Third Week: Pray for Young People

a) Pray for Holiness

“Your troops will be willing on your day of battle. Arrayed in holy majesty, from the womb of the dawn you will receive the dew of your youth.” (Ps 110:3)

i. Ask God to cause the young people in your church to long for closeness with the Lord

ii. Ask God to bless the young people in your church/Hong Kong so they will pursue holiness and turn from loving the world

iii. Ask God to bless the young people in your church/Hong Kong so they will become radical committed disciples and live in holiness

b) Pray for Commitment

“But thanks be to God that, though you used to be slaves to sin, you wholeheartedly obeyed the form of teaching to which you were entrusted.” (Rom 6:17)

i. Ask God to bless the young people in your church/Hong Kong so they will obey the Lord’s leadership completely and follow God all their lives

ii. Ask God to bless the young people in your church/Hong Kong with hearts of compassion – so they will learn to even serve the poor

iii. Ask God to motivate the young people to share the gospel to their peers

c) Pray for Freedom in Christ

“…to proclaim freedom for the prisoners…” (Luke 4:18)

i. Ask God to work in the lives of the young people in Hong Kong so they will turn from all bad hobbies

ii. Ask God to help the young people turn away from their addictions to video games, karaoke, the internet, X-rated comics and obscene activities.

iii. Ask God to grant them grace so they won’t fall prey to lust, love of the world, and materialistic thinking

d) Pray for Grace and Renewal
i. Ask God to heal them from wounds inflicted by broken homes

ii. Ask God to remove the hatred and rage they feel toward the society and to people, and that they will understand Jesus to be their source of true hope

iii. Intercede for young people whom you know are experiencing difficulties and bondages in life.

e) Pray for your own church

i. Pray for the pastors, church staff, and leaders

ii. Pray for ministries in the church

iii. Pray for the spiritual lives and revival among your church members

iv. Pray for any other needs of the church

Fourth Week: Pray for the Churches

a) Pray that the churches will be restored as houses of prayer for all nations

“These I will bring to my holy mountain and give them joy in my house of prayer. Their burnt offerings and sacrifices will be accepted on my altar; for my house will be called a house of prayer for all nations.” (Isa 56:7)

“It is written, he said to them, ‘My house will be called a house of prayer, but you are making it a den of robbers.'” (Matt 21:13)

i. Ask God to grant you/believers/the church wisdom to understand that prayer is about asking God and trusting Him to work and to bring about his divine purposes

ii. Ask God to grant you/believers/the church this vision: the church must become a house of prayers for all nations

b) Pray that the churches will arise to fulfill the Great Commission

“Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age." (Matt 28:18-20)

i. Ask God to motivate the churches to preach the gospel in the local community, in the city; and to make disciples of all nations

ii. Ask God to raise up the Church of Hong Kong to pray for the fulfillment of the Great Commission in the nations

c) Pray that the churches will obey the Great Commandment

“Jesus replied: 'Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.' This is the first and greatest commandment. And the second is like it: 'Love your neighbor as yourself.' All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments." (Matt 22:37-40)

i. Ask God to grant you/family/believers the grace to love God with all your hearts, souls, and minds

ii. Ask God to grant you/family/believers the grace to love others as yourselves

d) Pray for spiritual revival in the Church

“I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him better…And God placed all things under his feet and appointed him to be head over everything for the church, which is his body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every way.” (Eph 1:17,22-23)

i. Ask God to grant you/family/believers the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you will truly know God and be filled with love, power, abundance in Him

ii. Ask God to fill the Church with the fullness of Him who fills everything in every way, so that the Church will lack nothing

e) Pray that the Church will be faithful to the Word and relevant in addressing the needs of the people

“But mark this: There will be terrible times in the last days. But as for you, continue in what you have learned and have become convinced of, because you know those from whom you learned it, and how from infancy you have known the holy Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.” (II Tim 3:1-17)

i. Ask God to help the End Times Church to hear and understand the Word so they will not be deceived

ii. Ask God to train the Church in righteousness so that believers are thoroughly equipped for every good work

Fifth Week: Seeking the King’s glory by watching and listening to Him

a) God reveals new things

“I am the LORD; that is my name! I will not give my glory to another or my praise to idols. See, the former things have taken place, and new things I declare; before they spring into being I announce them to you." (Isa 42:8-9)

i. Ask God to help you/believers to acknowledge God as God who controls history. He has accomplished his purposes in history. We therefore will not ascribe praise or glory to any false gods

ii. Ask that all believers will give all praises and glory to God

iii. Ask God to revive the Church/churches in Hong Kong (“new things” generally describe revival and rebuilding)

iv. Ask God’s Spirit to help us hunger for Hong Kong/the Church turning to God and for the coming of revival

b) Ask God for Mercy

“The Lord our God is merciful and forgiving, even though we have rebelled against him; we have not obeyed the LORD our God or kept the laws he gave us through his servants the prophets.” (Dan 9: 9-10)

i. Ask God to help you/believers to realize where we have failed to keep his laws and have disobeyed his words

ii. Ask God for mercy on these offenses

c) Ask God for Guidance

“Show me your ways, O LORD, teach me your paths; guide me in your truth and teach me, for you are God my Savior, and my hope is in you all day long.” (Ps 25:4-5)

i. Ask God to reveal new things to you and to draw your attention to what you should take special note of

ii. Ask God to reveal new things to the church and draw her attention to what He wants her to take special note of

iii. Ask God to reveal to you His plans and His will for your life

iv. Ask God to reveal to the Church His plans and His will for her

v. Ask God to let you know His will, so that you can pray specifically (write them down if the Lord begins to speak to you)

vi. Ask God to let the Church know His will, so that she can pray specifically

d) Pray for your own church

i. Pray for the pastors, church staff, and leaders

ii. Pray for ministries in the church

iii. Pray for the spiritual lives and revival among your church members

iv. Pray for any other needs of the church

Sixth Week: Pray for the Harvest

Seeking the King’s glory through the salvation of the lost

a) That the light of the Lord will shine upon unbelievers

“The god of this age has blinded the minds of unbelievers, so that they cannot see the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God.” (II Cor 4:4)

i. Ask God to remove the veils that blind unbelievers so that they will see the light of the Lord

ii. Intercede for unsaved family members, friends and individuals :

iii. Pray for their salvation, may God bless them spiritually, socially, emotionally and pray for their felt needs

b) The field is ready for harvest

“Do you not say, ‘Four months more and then the harvest’? I tell you, open your eyes and look at the fields! They are ripe for harvest.” (John 4:35)

i. Ask God to help you/believers see that the field is ripe for harvest and understand it is time for reaping.

ii. Ask God to help you/believers see the harvest in the marketplace.
c) That the Lord of the Harvest will raise up labourers

“Then he said to the disciples, ‘the harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.’” (Matt 9:37-38)

i. Ask the Lord of the harvest to send out labourers to reap the harvest

ii. Ask the Lord to raise up labourers from the following churches and organizations:

d) Pray for your own church

i. Pray for the pastors, church staff, and leaders

Seventh Week: Blessing the Nations

Seeking the King’s glory in the nations

a) Pray that the nations will see Christ Jesus is the Way, the Truth and the Life

“Jesus answered, ‘I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.” (John 14:6)

i. Ask the Lord to help you/your church be concerned that many people still have not known Christ as the way, the truth and the life.

ii. Ask the Lord to give you/your church a vision for global missions

b) Pray that the unreached peoples of the earth will be reached with the gospel

“And repentance and forgiveness of sins will be preached in his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.” (Luke 24:47)

i. Ask the Lord to open your eyes/the eyes of your church so that you will be burdened by people groups yet to be reached with the gospel 

ii. Pray that the nations who have not yet been reached with the gospel to know the one true God

c) Pray for the coming of God’s peace and glory to countries and nations

“I will take away the chariots from Ephraim and war-horses from Jerusalem, and the battle bow will be broken. He will proclaim peace to the nations. His rule will extend from sea to sea and from the River to the ends of the earth.” (Zech 9:10)

i. Ask the Lord to make the nations (mention specific countries) understand the “peace” he is proclaiming

ii. Ask that the Lord will bring his authority and rule to the peoples of all nations

d) Pray that kings and governments will submit to the Lordship of Jesus as King of kings

“This is what the Lord says – the Redeemer and Holy One of Israel – to him who was despised and abhorred by the nation, to the servant of rulers: ‘Kings will see you and rise up, princes will see and bow down, because of the Lord, who is faithful, the Holy One of Israel, who has chosen you.’” (Isa 49:7)

i. Pray that the Lord will be revered and worshipped in all the nations

ii. Pray that the leaders of all the nations will know the Lord as the only true God

e) Pray that God will bless the nations

“’If you will return, O Israel, return to me,’ declares the Lord, ‘If you put your detestable idols out of my sight and no longer go astray, and if in a truthful, just and righteous way you swear,’ As surely as the Lord lives,’ then the nations will be blessed by him and in him they will glory’” (Jer 4:1-2)

i. Ask God for the return of the people of Israel to the Lord Jesus

ii. Ask the Lord to bless all the 200+ countries in the world

Eighth Week: Cry out to God for the sufferings in Society

Seeking the King’s glory through His intervention and breakthroughs in the following global challenges

a) Global and regional violence

i. Ask God to heal those wounded by social violence, domestic violence, and sexual violence

ii. Pray that the love of God will remove man’s thoughts of hatred and violence

iii. Ask for the Lord’s protection over people living in violent environments

iv. Ask for the Lord’s special protection over underprivileged groups subjected to extreme circumstances

v. Ask the Lord to grant governments ruling over areas affected by terrorism the ability to protect their citizens. Ask that all terrorist activities on earth will be eliminated.

b) Wars and countless million refugees

i. Ask for God’s mercy, healing, and comfort for victims (and their families) affected by wars and natural disasters

ii. Ask God to eliminate hatred between/among different ethnic groups on this planet

iii. Ask the Lord to bless all the relief organizations so they can be effective in their global relief efforts and be corruption-free

iv. Ask the Lord to move the hearts of believers so that they will reach out to victims of wars and natural disasters with love and compassion

c) Corruption on all levels

i. Ask God to expose all acts of corruption

ii. Ask God to help governmental authorities to root out corruption and bribery

iii. Ask for justice and righteousness in all levels of global commerce and trading. Ask for elimination and prevention of unholy alliances.

iv. Ask God to bless all peoples on earth with effective moral education so that they will all have awareness of justice and righteousness

v. Ask God to bless those who commit bribery and corruption so that they will turn from darkness and into the light

d) The increasing problems of poverty

i. Thank God for prompting some of the developed nations to grant debt relief to the 18 poorest nations in the world

ii. Ask God to move the hearts of the wealthy to help the poor

iii. Ask God to shine on the poor regions of the world so that they will know the salvation of Jesus Christ

iv. Ask God to grant wisdom to these poor regions so they can implement measures to improve their people’s living conditions

v. Ask God to grant them understanding of root causes of their problems, so that they can turn curses into blessing

e) The HIV/AIDS pandemic

i. Thank God for granting breakthrough treatments to AIDS sufferers in some countries

ii. Ask God for mercy and wisdom for discovery of lasting cures for the AIDS epidemic

iii. Ask the Holy Spirit to work among AIDS sufferers so they will cry out to God to be saved

iv. Ask God for mercy so that areas worst hit by the AIDS epidemic will understand the spiritual dimension behind this calamity

v. Please mention specific geographical areas you feel special burdens for and intercede for them

Ninth Week: Pray for Reconciliation

Seeking the King’s glory through forgiveness and reconciliation

a) The Gospel of Peace and Reconciliation in Families and in Societies

“For he himself is our peace, who has made the two one and has destroyed the barrier, the dividing wall of hostility, by abolishing in his flesh the law with its commandments and regulations. His purpose was to create in himself one new man out of the two, thus making peace,” (Eph 2:14-15)

i. Ask God to help us understand thoroughly how Christ reconciled us to God, and thank Him for destroying the barrier and the dividing wall of hostility

ii. Ask God to help you live out this gospel of peace, forgiving others and reconciling with others

iii. Pray that the power of this gospel of peace will reconcile you/believers with your/their families

iv. Pray that the power of this gospel of peace will reconcile the churches and denominations with one another

v. Pray that the Lord will eliminate hostilities among nations/ethnic groups

vi. Ask God to help you/your family forgive those who have hurt you/them

vii. Ask God to help the Church forgive those who have hurt her

b) Jesus prayed for unity among believers

“My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those who will believe in me through their message, that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you. May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you have sent me” (John 17:20-21)

i. Thank the Lord Jesus for praying for our unity

ii. Ask God to grant us hearts to pursue reconciliation between God and unbelievers

iii. Ask God to grant us hearts to pursue unity and reconciliation

iv. Ask God to grant the Church the grace of reconciliation, so that walls of hostility between leaders and believers will be broken

v. Ask God to help you/believers pray for unity in families

vi. Ask God to help you/believers pray for unity in the Church

vii. Ask God to give you/believers hearts to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace (Eph 4:3)

c) Pray for your own church

i. Pray for the pastors, church staff, and leaders

ii. Pray for ministries in the church

iii. Pray for the spiritual lives and revival among your church members

iv. Pray for any other needs of the church

Tenth Week: Praise and Worship

Seeking the King’s glory through praise and worship

a) End this 10-week prayer journey with praise and worship

i. Pick any of the psalms from Psalm 144-150, meditate on the teachings about worship, and then proclaim out loud the verses repeatedly

b)  “Do not forget all his benefits”

“Praise the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits – who forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases,” (Psalm 103:2-3)

ii. Thank God for each of those items, and be careful not to forget thanking the Lord for His goodness

iii. Ask God to help you never to forget his benefits to you

c)  “Let the people be glad”

“Praise the Lord. Sing to the Lord a new song, his praise in the assembly of the saints. For the Lord takes delight in his people; he crowns the humble with salvation. Let the saints rejoice in this honour and sing for joy on their beds.” (Psalm 149:1,4-5)

i. Let all believers in the world praise God, for He delights in His people

ii. Let all believers rejoice over experiencing God’s glory

d) Proclaim God’s praises

“Sing to the Lord a new song, his praise from the ends of the earth, you who go down to the sea, and all that is in it, you islands, and all who live in them. Let them give glory to the Lord and proclaim his praise in the islands.” (Isa 42:10,12)

i. May Hong Kong - you islands, and all who live in them - sing a new song to the Lord and proclaim his praise among the islands.

ii. May believers in Hong Kong “give glory to the Lord and proclaim his praise”. As we praise, may God disperse our enemies!
